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THREE years out from Albany’s
planned 2014 commemoration of
the departure of the Anzac fleet
from King George Sound and
demand for accommodation is al-
ready high.

This places doubts on the city’s
ability to cope with the expected
influx of visitors.Accommodation providers

have begun fielding calls for
accommodation, among them a
450-person strong contingent of
the Australia-wide Ex-Stokers
Association who are planning a
four-day trip to Albany.It is understood government

officials from around the world
have also begun making accom-
modation bookings.Albany Centenary of Anzac

Alliance chairman Peter Aspinall
said there were a number of
options that could be looked at to
cater for the thousands of visitors
during the commemorations .“There are things like opening

up private houses for home stay,
which admittedly has some legal
issues around it, but nevertheless
is a perfectly acceptable form of
accommodation,” he said.“I make the point that Gallipoli

has up to 30,000 people visiting at
various stages, and a large pro-
portion of them are over the

Anzac period. The Gallipoli Pen-
insula has a very limited number
of what you might call tourist
beds, yet they find a way of doing
it.

“I do not think it is as bleak as
some people like to make out.”

Mr Aspinall said another
option might be setting up a repli-
ca World War I tent city on Centen-
nial Oval.

Albany Chamber of Commerce
and Industry chief executive Gra-
ham Harvey said there would be
several thousand more visitors to
Albany than there is beds and sug-
gested two cruise ships parked at
the port during the 2014 event
could house and feed about 5000
people.

“We need to start thinking later-
ally as to where we are going to
house those extra thousands of
people, and it is not going to hap-
pen by building temporary
accommodation,” he said.“I am not sure that a tent village

…is necessarily an acceptable
strategy.”

Late last year, travel services
company Ausglobal Travel Group
began taking bookings for a
cruise commemorating the anni-
versary. 

Managing director Shane Hodg-
es said the cruise was already
