Mayor criticises Budgetspend on infrastructure
By CLARENEGUSIF the Barnett Government was
serious about Bunbury becoming
WA’s second capital city more
moneywouldhavebeenallocated in
the State Budget for key infrastruc-
ture, according to Bunbury Mayor
David Smith.
It was announced last week

$516.5millionwould be spent in the
SouthWestwithmuch of it going to
health, education and community
services.

Mr Smith said if Bunbury was to
be turned into WA’s second capital
city, the Budget had not provided
the necessary investment.Infrastructure projects, which
have been allocated money, include
$10.6 million for the Bunbury
Waterfront Project, $52.6 million
for improvements to the Perth to
Bunbury Highway, $30 million for
stageoneof theBunburyOuterRing
Road, $11.7 million for stage two of
the Port Access Road and $7.4 mil-

lion for improvements to Coalfields
Highway.
South West MLC Adele Farina

said it was disappointing funding
f o r t h e s e cond t r a c k o f t h e
Brunswick-Bunbury Port Railway
and thePrestonRiver diversionwas
not included in the Budget.BunburyMLA John Castrilli said
the SouthWest was a big winner in
theBudgetwith a significant invest-
ment in capital works, but the high-

light was theWA Government’s in-
vestment in social services.Bunbury Chamber of Commerce
and Industries chief executive offi-
cer Andrew Horan said he would
have liked to see bigger inputs into
the Waterfront Project and the
Roads to Export plan.The $10.6 million allocated for
the Bunbury Waterfront Project
was just a drop in the ocean of what
was needed.
