BOOST FOR CITYCastrilli says Government planning to move departments

ADAM ORLANDO andCLARE NEGUSLOCAL Government Minister John
Castrilli has revealed the State Govern-
ment plans to find up to 5000sq m of
office space in Bunbury in the
strongest indication yet the port city

will host a major department or
government office.

Although the most recent push to
move a government department to
Bunbury was in early 2010, Premier
Colin Barnett has been accused of sit-
ting on his hands by refusing to dis-
close details.

Speaking at a State Budget presen-
tation last week, Mr Castrilli said the
Government was committed to estab-
lishing a stronger public sector pres-
ence in Bunbury.

When asked by the South Western
Times on Tuesday to specify details,
Mr Castrilli said planning had started

on a strategy to relocate an agency or
significant function of an agency to
Bunbury in the Government’s second
term.

‘‘This is obviously something which
can’t occur overnight’’, Mr Castrilli
said.

‘‘It is being investigated as part of

the Government Office Accommo-
dation Master Planning discussion pa-
per.

‘‘It would involve 3000 to 5000sq m
of office space and planning is continu-
ing regarding which agency or depart-
ment would be involved.’’◆ MORE PAGE 4
