THE Busselton shire will miss out on
the opportunity to acquire up to $15
million worth of infrastructure
because of ongoing debate over
whether to convert to city status. 

A $100 million Building Better
Regional Cities Program was
announced in last week’s Federal
Budget. 

All non-capital cities with a pop-
ulation greater than 30,000, 46 in
total, were invited to participate in
the program, which aimed to help
build thousands more affordable
homes in high-growth regional cities
over three years to relieve pressure on
major capital cities.But despite having a population of

31,767, being named as one of the top
20 growth regions in Australia and
population forecasts suggesting it
would be the most populous local 
authority in the South West in the
next five years, Busselton was not 
eligible due to its municipal 
status. 

Busselton Shire Council chief
executive Mike Archer said while the
Busselton shire did not qualify for
funding on this basis, it was working
closely with the Augusta-Margaret
River Shire Council through CAPE-
ROC to pursue opportunities for a
joint submission. 

“Given the region’s growing pop-
ulation and importance, it is our hope
that the Federal Government gives a
joint submission special considera-
tion,” he said.

In October last year an investi-
gation to determine the benefits 
of the Busselton Shire Council adopt-
ing city status started as figures
showed the shire’s population 
would be higher than Bunbury’s by
2015.

An public consultation period fol-
lowed, which included the 
distribution of a comprehensive com-
munity survey. In January the Times reported Mr

Archer said adoption of city status
was estimated to cost $20,000 to
$40,000 with signage and changes to
car stickers the main cost. He said the amount was inexpen-

sive given the council’s $62 million
budget and State and Federal
Governments had been more gener-
ous to cities. 

But Mr Archer said this week no
decision had been made on the issue
of the shire’s future municipal status
or name change. “We are still waiting for the survey

to close and for the consultant’s pre-
sentation to council,” he said. 

“Popular consensus will be the
deciding factor on both of these
issues.”

ONE year ago, Dunsborough resi-
dent Dave Newick was given a new
lease on life when his wife Raelene
gave him one of her kidneys. Diagnosed with a hereditary

form of polycystic kidney disease,
Mr Newick lived with the disease
for nearly three decades before
having to undergoa transplant. 

However, unlike many kidney
disease sufferers who could wait
three to four years or more on a
donation list, Mr Newick was
lucky to find a matching donor in
his wife. 

“The chances were quite low
that I would be matching,” Mrs
Newick said.

“And it was even luckier that I
was the first person tested to be a
matching donor for Dave. Our sit-
uation was very unique and we do
feel very blessed.” A year after his kidney trans-

plant, Mr and Mrs Newick have
recovered from their surgeries and
are taking everything in their
stride. 

Mr Newick said Kidney Health
Week, which finishes tomorrow,
was the ideal time for people to dis-
cuss organ donations with families. 

“I just want to bring some
awareness to organ donation and
make people aware of all their
options,” he said. Mrs Newick said donating her

kidney to her husband was one of
the most rewarding things she had
ever done. 

“I feel like I’ve given him the gift
of life.”
