Threat to popular car shows
WAROONA’S annual car shows are
in jeopardy because of sub-
standard infrastructure and a lack
of sponsorship, according to coor-
dinator Terry Cockerham from
Event Assist.
Mr Cockerham says the rec-

reation ground is a great venue and

has the potential to be a regional
event centre but is lacking basic fa-
cilities such as adequate toilets,
shade for the amphitheatre area
and sealed access ways to reduce
dust pollution.‘‘We have to spend more than
$5000 to provide toilet facilities for
our events,’’ he said.‘‘All that is needed is a relatively

small investment to bring the infra-
structure up to the standard ex-
pected, coupled with some serious
sponsorship to keep current events
in the town and attract others to
join them.
‘‘The future of Waroona’s twin

classic car events is in the balance.
‘‘If there is no change to the cur-

rent situation by the middle of the

year, the October 23 British Auto
Classic may be the last of these
iconic events in Waroona.’’Mr Cockerham said that Royal-
ties for Regions funding had run its
course andhewas seeking a further
$10,000 in sponsorship.An event evaluation survey con-
ducted at the April 10Waroona Car
Show found the event and its

13,000 crowd brought about
$368,638 of new expenditure to the
area and the organiser’s contri-
bution to that was $22,880.Of those in attendance 45 per
cent came from Perth and 44 per
cent from the South West and Peel
regions.
