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FARMERS breathed a sigh of
relief last Friday as Narrogin rec-
orded 13.8ml of rainfall which
marked the break in season.The much needed rainfall has

given hope to farmers after last
year experiencing the third-low-
est rainfall year on record, receiv-
ing only 268ml.Highbury farmer Paul Quarter-

maine said he was delighted to see
the rain and he hoped it was a sign
of things to come.“It is just great to see and it

makes me very happy,” Mr Quar-
termaine said.“Ideally we would have liked to

have seen around 40ml of steady
rain to soak into the soil but this is
a start.”

Mr Quartermaine, who first
began farming in Highbury in
1978, said the rainfall signalled
the start of busy times on the
farm.

“My son Perrin and I will be flat
out now to get the rest of our seed
in,” Mr Quartermaine said.“We have already put about a

third in and our focus will defi-
nitely be on getting the rest in and
spraying.”

Perrin, 26, who wishes to work
the land in the future, said the
break of season has been massive
for the spirits of farmers in the
region.

“Since Friday’s rainfall I have
definitely seen a noticeable differ-
ence in the spirit of farmers in the
region,” Perrin said.“Our neighbours and friends

have been calling and texting us to
fill me in on the rainfall everyone
else in the region has been receiv-
ing and many have used Facebook
to express their delight.”Perrin said the rainfall was sig-

nificant after last year’s disap-
pointment.

“After one of the worst years on
record last year I think everyone
was a little daunted by the pros-
pect of another bad year,” he said.

“If we can get some steady and
constant rainfall over the next
month, that would really help us
out.”

Contracted weather recorder
for Narrogin Bob Duddington
said the farmers were hoping it
was a case of history repeating
itself.

“In 1945, the year after the low-
est ever recorded rainfall year in
history, Narrogin received one of
its wettest years recording
663ml,” Mr Duddington said.“I’m not forecasting a repeat of

this but a good year would be 
well received by all in the com-
munity.”
