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CHILDREN under the age of 18
would be barred from Hedland
Cup under a move being consi-
dered by the Port Hedland Turf
Club committee. A decision on whether

Hedland’s biggest race day will
become an adults-only event for
the first time in its 104-year histo-
ry is expected in coming weeks as
the PHTC committee seeks ways
to minimise its mounting suscep-
tibility to liquor infringements. 

In 2009, the club was hit with
fines totalling $30,000 on Hedland

Cup day despite paying a security
firm $60,000 to police the event. 

Club treasurer Arnold Carter
said fines and security expenses
in recent years had eroded almost
the entire profit the club made
from the Cup.“If we can eliminate that cost by

eliminating the possibility of
fines we’ll probably have no alter-
native,” he said. “The club cannot
run a meeting – which is our main
meeting of the year – to raise
funds for the operation of the club
just to pay it all out in fines.”Mr Carter said a high volume of

the fines received were in relation

to children being in or left unat-
tended in licensed areas. He anticipated a drop in atten-

dance of up to 20 per cent if the ban
on children was approved but said
the committee had little choice.

“If it comes to a financial selec-
tion between a downturn (at the
gate) and paying in fines we would
be taking the downturn,” he said.

Rose Nowers Early Learning
Centre manager Louise Horton
said parents would struggle to
find professional care for their
children if they wanted to attend
Hedland Cup because the race day,
which falls on August 1 this year,

was a public holiday in the town. 
Ms Horton said her centre

would be closed regardless of
what decision the PHTC commit-
tee made and told parents to
expect inflated babysitter rates. 

When contacted by the North
West Telegraph this week, Len
Taplin Children’s Services and
Treloar Child Care Centre said
their doors would also be closed
on the day. 

At the turf club’s first race meet
of 2011 on Saturday, opinions were
split over the potential child ban. 

Camille Geraghty, who has lived
in Port Hedland for four years and

has two children aged under 10,
said she welcomed the move. Ms Geraghty said parents had

plenty of chances to bring their
children to the races without
needing to on Hedland Cup day.

She said if people were orga-
nised they could arrange for
someone to look after their chil-
dren. 

Andrew Harry, who has three
daughters including a 10-month
old, said the child ban would make
the Cup an unattractive option. 

“It should be a family event,” he
said. “I won’t be attending if that’s
the case.”
