That’s how the locals like it
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A STUDENT at Carnarvon Senior
High School had a frozen fruit box
drink thrown at her last week, hit-
ting her in the eye.It is claimed this was not an iso-

lated incident for the 14-year-old
student, who cannot be named for
legal reasons.She said she was constantly bul-

lied by a group of 13-year-old and
14-year-old female students at the
school.

Frustrated and disillusioned by
the CSHS staff ’s lack of action
against bullying the victim’s fa-
ther contacted the Northern
Guardian to vent his frustration.

The father said he was “fed up
with the lip service” by the school
and said the community needed to
know about the culture of bully-
ing at the school.“Every morning she wakes up

and says she doesn’t want to go to
school,” he said.The father said last year his

daughter missed 52 half days and
42 full days because of bullying.

He said he had spoken to the
school about the latest incident on
Monday of last week and was told
by the principal they would “pur-
sue the matter”.His daughter has also had to put

up with name calling and had
other missiles thrown at her
including rocks, pencils and eras-
ers.

“The other day I had rocks
thrown at me,” the man’s daugh-
ter said.

“The teachers just ignore
what’s happening.“They also call me a boy

because I have short hair and they
call me zit face or crater face.”The father said his daughter

was on antidepressants and suf-

fered from anxiety because of the
constant bullying.He said during recess and lunch

his daughter looked for refuge in
the school library to avoid being
picked on by the bullies.The father, who has other chil-

dren, said the issue of bullying at
the school was not getting better
and something needed to change.

“I know four people at my work
who have left town or been trans-
ferred because their kids were
being bullied,” he said.Another student from CSHS

spoke to the Guardian about
alleged pain and injury he has ex-
perienced at the school because of
bullies.

During a physical education les-

son playing basketball the boy
was rammed into a brick wall by
another student.His head hit the wall and he was

left with bruising down the right
side of his body. “In class I’ve had books, pens,

pencils and rocks thrown at me,”
he said.

The boy’s mother supported

comments made by the other fa-
ther that parents’ complaints
about bullying at the school are
swept under the carpet. A former teacher of CSHS has

confirmed to the Guardian that
bullying was a problem at the
school.
