A KWINANA business has won a big
fabrication contract to make pipe
spools for one of the State’s North
West natural gas projects.OnMonday in Henderson, Premier
Colin Barnett announced that AGC
Industries, an Australian-owned
AusGroup subsidiary, had been
awarded a $50 million contract for
Chevron Australia’s Gorgon project.The 18-month contract, which will
involve the company’s facilities and
employees in Kwinana and Hender-
son, is expected to start in the second
half of this year.AGC managing director John
Sheridan said the 7500-tonne contract
was an important milestone for the
company, giving it an opportunity to
grow and deliver in the natural
resources industry.Brand MHR Gary Gray, who
chaired theNational Resources Sector
Employment Taskforce which
delivered its final report in July last
year, said the announcementwas good
news for the Kwinana strip, the
Gorgon project and the community.While welcoming the contract,
